Duties and Responsibilities

e Assist in stress reduction of the cats by doing Click to Calm and providing e Cat handling and training
kennel enrichment and one-on-one interaction experience

e Perform behavior modification protocols with the permission of the behavior e Basic understanding of feline
team to change the emotional state of individual cats communication

Requirements

e Must be at least 18 years old

e  Must be able to commit to volunteering a minimum of four hours a week
e Must be able to be on your feet for long periods at a time

e Must be able to work in challenging and fast paced environments
