Skills (preferred, but not required)
e Prior grooming experience with
dogs, cats, or small animals
e Basic dog handling skills
e Basic cat handling skills
e Self-starter

Requirements

e  Must be able to work with a variety of animals such as dogs, cats, and small
animals

e  Must be able to commit to a minimum of two shifts per month

e Must be able to work in a fast-paced environment

e Must be able to bend, squat, kneel and stand for prolonged periods of time

e Must be comfortable with being on your feet and moving around for
prolonged periods of time

e  Must perform grooms using as stress free methods as possible

e  Must know or be willing to learn stress free grooming methods

e  Must know or be willing to learn basic dog behavior cues

¢  Must know or be willing to learn basic cat behavior cues

¢ Volunteers must sign up for shifts a minimum of 12 hours in advance
e  Shift times: Monday - Sunday: 9-11am, 12-2pm, 2-4pm, 4-6pm

Training
e Volunteers will sign up for a training shift, where they will receive on the job
training. The training shift tales place every Sunday from 9-11am.
