Shift behavior

e Volunteers must sign up for shifts a minimum of 12 hours in advance dirty
e  Shift times:

e Monday — Sunday 7-9am, 9-11am, 11am-1pm, 1-3pm, 3-5pm, 5-7pm

Training
e Volunteers will need to complete 2 dog kennel cleaning shifts before they can
dog walk.
